Furthermore, the research presents and
compares the perspectives of both Sunni and Shiite exegetical traditions
regarding the application of the historical method, identifying key areas
of convergence and divergence. The study concludes that the historical
method represents a vital interpretive tool in contemporary Qur’anic
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studies, provided it is applied with rigorous scholarly discipline that
respects the sacred nature of the Qur’an and maintains a balance between
contextual understanding and textual integrity.

The historical method is a scientific tool for understanding the
Holy Quran within its temporal and social context. It does not contradict
exegetical or doctrinal interpretations, but rather complements them.
Research has shown that this method can reveal meanings obscured by
readings divorced from context, provided it is applied with scholarly
awareness and not through ideological projections. Furthermore, its
application requires caution against excessive chronological interpretation
or ideological manipulation, and it must be conducted within a
framework that respects the sanctity of the text.
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
