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Abstract

This research aims to shed light on the commercial activity of
Darin Island in the Abbasid era, and to show the commercial status of
Darin Island, which was considered a seaport and an active market in the
Islamic era. Many commercial ports and islands have spread since ancient
times. After the Islamic conquest and the expansion of the Islamic state
and its outskirts, the merchants set out to the east and west of the land to
bring the goods for which the demand increased and to bring everything
that was strange and unacceptable in terms of food or clothing as a result
of the luxury and development that took place in the Arab Islamic state,
especially in the Abbasid era as a result of the development of society and
its civilization and the multiplicity of its needs. .
