And it is divided in terms of its originality and
subordination into original purposes, and subordination purposes. In
which the fortune of the taxpayer has been taken into account, and for its
part, he obtains the requirements that have been imprinted upon him of
attaining desires, enjoying permissible things, and bridging disputes, for
example: marriage.
