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Introduction:

He revealed two models in the Islamic
society, one of which carries the Islamic creed and still has a religion of
Islam. And the other is still the residues of ignorance in his astonishment
and behavior and became Islam nominally, and took this community to
increase, which made Imam Hussein to go to preserve religion because of
the duty of legal and moral as a member of the House "peace be upon
them" and the Imam in his time, and soon That the contents crystallized
Jihad Its moral and contained in his speeches and his words and praise
and vilifying and preaching and guidance in the minds and behavior of
the first community and they realized that have been slow in triumph and
advancement with him will not remain of Islam only the name, follow
him and Nasroh and Otnoa themselves on jihad and martyrdom with him
in support of their religion.

And when Imam Hussein's determination to prepare to face the
deviation of the Umayyad, took the necessary steps to this by informing
people of the disadvantages of Abu Sufyan and their confrontation with
Islam when he was in the cradle, and then briefed them on the steps taken
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in his rise to face the deviation of that family, which led to its leadership,
On Islam, injustice, injustice and murder for all who violated it.

In spite of the calls and warnings received by Imam al-Husayn,
whether in meetings or in contacts and messengers to dissuade him from
his jihadist project or to delay in his time at the time, he insisted on
continuing to change the state of the nation.
