This research dealt with the hadith on the impact of meaning in the
context of the grammatical sentence in (Sharh Kafi Ibn al-Hajib), for
(Jalal al-Din Tabrizi: T: 838 AH) because of this grammatical
phenomenon in this explanation of great importance to what I found in it,
which Tabrizi often relies on this meaning to prove his views and direct
